University Online Reporting: Report and see a trained specialist advisor if you have
experienced or witnessed incidents.

Students’ Union Advice Centre: The Students’ Union Advice Centre (SUAC) is a third party
hate crime reporting centre. They can offer help on reporting the incident, support you with
practical issues that may have arisen from your experience.

True Vision: True Vision has been developed so that you can report hate crimes to the
police online, and do not have to visit a police station. You can report anonymously if you
choose and you can also report online hate material.

The Police: If you feel like you are in immediate danger and are experiencing a hate
incident, you should contact the police immediately. You can also report the incident to the
police after it has taken place.
